
Plan a day trip north, head up the coast to Cambria, San Simeon & Harmony!  

Hearst Castle® is open for tours daily, except on Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s Day.  
Day tours start around 8:00 a.m. Daytime tours take about 1 hour and 45 minutes, which include 
the round trip from the visitor center. Tours depart the Visitor Center by bus at the time printed on 

the ticket. An audio tape program provides background information 
during the 15 minute, five mile trip to the Castle. All tours are unique 
and exciting and will include a half mile walk with stairs, so wear 
comfortable shoes. Physically challenged tours are available-for

Morro Bay is home to one of California’s few  
remaining fishing fleets. This resort town is dominated 
by Morro Rock, the seventh in a chain of volcanic peaks 
called the “Seven Sisters” that follows alongside High-
way 1 for twelve miles north of San Luis Obispo. The 
Rock itself is home to over 250 species of birds. South 
toward Morro Bay State Park, near the cliff side Museum 
of Natural History, great blue herons swoop and roost 
in the eucalyptus groves. Another must for nature lovers 
is the Morro Bay Estuary Program, located on the Embarcadero. Try enjoying the bay and its abundant 
wildlife by kayaking, stand-up paddling or taking a boat tour. Morro Bay’s bustling wharf is 
great for a stroll while enjoying the many colorful shops, restaurants and ocean-loving activities.  
Olde Towne Morro Bay is a destination in itself, where you can visit quaint shops and dine on 
the freshest seafood on the coast. Golfers will love the many breathtaking courses available 
to the public.

The community of Los Osos & Baywood Park (Valley of the Bears) is located on the Southern 
tidal estuary and four-mile sand strand, just south of Morro Bay. This hidden gem of the Central Coast 
is just a 20-minute drive from San Luis Obispo along cattle grazing and lush agricultural countryside, 
and a short three-mile scenic drive from Morro Bay. With a population of approximately 20,000, Los 
Osos is situated 148 feet above sea level and enjoys a temperate year-round climate.

Los Osos, just south of Morro Bay, is also the gateway to the magnificent Montaña de Oro State Park,  
a place of secluded coves, rock-collecting beaches and windswept vistas. For more information, please 
call the Los Osos Chamber of Commerce at (805) 528-4884.
